AN ORDINANC E ORDAINING AND OPENING CAROL ANN  STREET,
HERETO FOR E KNO WN  AS C AR OLY N STREET OR  AN N STREET WH ICH  EXTENDS
OFF MILFORD A VEN UE AS A U-SHAPED ROAD, THE EASTERLY  ARM OF THE U
ENTERING MILFORD AVEN UE APPROXIM ATELY 610 FEET WEST OF ITS
INTERSECTION WITH MILFORD SQUARE PIKE, AS A PUBLIC TOWNSHIP ROAD
OF MILFORD TOWN SHIP, BUCKS COU NTY, PENNSYLVANIA;  DIRECTING TH AT  A
COPY OF THE ORDINANC E, TOGETHER WITH A DRAFT OR SURVEY OF THE
ROA D, BE FILED WITH TH E CLERK OF COU RTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE
DA TE AND REPEA LIN G INCONSISTENT ORDINANCES OR PA RTS THEREOF
____________________________________________________________

WH EREAS, in the judgment  of the Supervisors of Mil ford Tow nship, i t is necessary  that C arol
Ann Street, formerly k nown as Carolyn Street or Ann Street, which lies wholly  within the
Township boundaries, be ordained and opened as a public township road; and

WH EREAS, the said road to be ordained and opened abuts onto land now or late of the
follow ing named persons, being the property  owners affected by the ordinati on and opening of
the said road:  R alph D. and Helen F. Foule, John H . and Peggy  A. N uss,  Donald E. and Louise
Butcher, Harold H. and Frances Bender, Harold S. and Sandra Landis, Daniel A. Roberts, III and
Susan Roberts, Steven T . and C athy  S. K. Lees, Thomas R.  Wack erman and Carol M .
Wack erman,  Jacob M. T irjan , Jr.  and Catherine Tir jan, and W ill iam R . and Mar ie Klotz; and 

WHEREAS, after  due notice having been given,  a hear ing was held of wh ich t en day s' w ri tten
noti ce was given  to the property  owners affected thereby , and at w hich  affected property  owners
and inter ested parties were perm itted to be heard.

BE IT AND IT IS HEREBY OR DAINED by the Supervisors of Milford Township, under the
authority  of The Second C lass Township Code as fol lows:

SECTION I.  T hat C arol A nn Str eet, formerly  known  as Caroly n Street or  Ann Street,  being a
U-shaped road off Milford Avenue, the easterly  arm of which enters Milford Avenue
approximately  610 feet west of its intersection with Milford Square Pike and being more fully
described as follows to wit:

Tract No. 1

ALL TH AT  CERTA IN strip or  parcel of land situated in the Township of Mil ford, C ounty  of
Bucks and State of Pennsylvania, k nown and designated on a certain  plan of lots entit led Mi lford
Park  laid ou t by  Jacob M.  Tirjan,  Jr.  and recorded in Buck s County  Plan Book  40, page 20, as
Ann Street, and being further bounded and described as follows to wit:

BEGINNING at  a point i n the southerly  right of way  line of Mil ford A venue at the westerl y
corner of lands now or formerly of Harold H. Bender, et ux; thence along the same South thirty -
six degrees fifty-four minu tes East 200 feet to a common corner of lands now  or former ly  of
Harold H. Bender, et ux and lands now or formerly of Thomas R. Wackerman, et ux, said point
also being the point of beginning of Tract No. 2 hereinafter described; thence along Tract No. 2
hereof, South fifty -three degrees six minutes West 33 feet to a common corner of lands of Harol d



S. Landis, et ux, and John H. Nuss, et ux; thence along the land of John H. Nuss, et ux, North
thir ty -six degrees fifty-four minutes West 200 feet to a point in  the southerl y  right  of way  line of
Milford Avenue; thence along the same North fifty-three degrees six minutes East 33 feet to the
point and pl ace of BEGINN ING.

Tract No. 2

ALL TH AT  CERTA IN strip or  parcel of land situate in the Township of Mil ford, C ounty  of
Bucks and Commonwealth of Pennsyl vania, k nown as a 33' w ide private drive betw een Caroly n
Street and Ann Street, both terminating on Milford Avenue, and being further bounded and
described as follows, to wit:

BEGINNING at  a point on  the northeastern r ight-or-way  line of Ann Street at the southeastern
termi nus where it adjoins a 33' w ide private drive, herein described, a comm on corner of lands
now or formerl y  of H arold H . Bender, et  ux, and lands now or formerl y  of Thomas R.
Wacker man; thence (A) along the northeastern r ight-of-way  of a 33'  wide pr ivat e drive,  herein
described and along the ar c of a curve to the right having a radius of 129.39 feet and a central angle
of 37/ 57' 00", the arc distance of 85.70 feet to a point of tangency; thence (b) continuing along
same South one degree three mi nutes zero seconds West, the distance of 136.37 feet to a point  of
curvature of same; thence (C) continuing along said right-of-way  line and on the arc of a curve to
the ri ght having a r adius of 141.50 feet and a central  angle of 40/ 13' 28" the arc distance of 99.34
feet to a point  of compound curvature on same; thence (D) al ong same and on  the ar c of another
curve to  the ri ght having a r adius of 243.99 feet and a central  angle of 101/ 49'  35", the arc distance
of 433.62 feet to a point of tangency  on same at the term inus of Carol yn Str eet (33'  wide)
aforementioned; thence (E) crossing in the bed of a 33' w ide private drive, herein described, and
along the southern terminus of Caroly n Street North Fi fty-three degrees six minutes zero seconds
East, the distance of 33.00 feet to a point on  the northeastern r ight-of-way  of Carol yn Str eet
aforementioned; thence (F) continuing along said right-of-way  line and along the arc of a curve to
the left, being parallel to and 33' distant from the 243.99 foot radius curve aforementioned, having
a radiu s of 210.99 feet and a centr al angle of 101/ 49' 32", the arc distance of 374.97 feet to a point
of com pound curvature on same; thence (G) cont inuing along the arc of another curve to the left
having a radiu s of 108.50 feet and a centr al angle of 40/ 13' 24", the arc distance of 76.17 feet to a
point of tangency on same; thence (H) continuing along said right-of-way  line of a 33' private
drive, herein described N orth  one degree thr ee minu tes zero seconds East, the distance of 136.57
feet to a point  of curvature; thence (I) along the arc of a curve to the left having a radiu s of 96.39
feet and a central  angle of 37/ 57' 00",  the arc di stance of 63.84 feet to a point of tangency  on same
at the southern  termi nus of Ann Str eet aforementioned; thence (J) crossing the bed of a 33' w ide
private drive, herein described, North fifty-three degrees six minutes zero seconds East, the
distance of 33.00 feet to a point on  the northeastern r ight-of-way  line of same,  the point  or pl ace
of BEGINNING.

Tract No. 3

ALL TH AT  CERTA IN strip or  parcel of land situated in the Township of Mil ford, C ounty  of
Bucks and State of Pennsylvania, k nown and designated on a certain  plan of lots entit led Mi lford
Park  laid ou t by  Jacob M.  Tirjan,  Jr.  and recorded in Buck s County  Plan Book  40, page 20 as
Caroly n Street, and being further bounded and described as follows to wit:

BEGIN NING at  a point , a com mon cor ner of lands of Wil li am R. Klotz,  et ux  and Donald E.
Butcher,  et ux , and at the end of course No. (E) of Tract No. 2 above; thence al ong the said T ract



No. 2 South three degrees six  minutes West 33'  to a com mon corner of Dan iel  A.  Roberts, III, et
ux, and R alph D. Fou lke, et ux, N orth thir ty -six degrees fifty-four minutes West 200 feet to a
point in the southerly right of way li ne of Milford Avenue; thence along the same North fifty-
three degrees si x m inutes East thi rt y -three feet to a poin t in the cor ner of lands of Donald E.
Butcher, et ux; thence along the same South thirty -six degrees fifty-four minutes East 200 feet to
the point  and place of BEGINNING, be and is hereby  ordained and opened as a publi c road of
Mil ford Tow nship.

SECTION  II.  A copy of thi s Ordinance, together w ith a dr aft or survey  showing the location
and w idth thereof,  is dir ected to be fil ed in the O ffice of the C lerk  of C ourt  of C ommon Pleas,
Crim inal  Divi sion, Buck s County , Pennsy lvani a.

SECT ION III.  This Ordinance shall become effective thirty (30) days after the filing thereof and
the plan or survey  referr ed to in Section II hereof.

SECTION  IV.  Al l ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent herewi th, are hereby  repealed.
