ORDINANCE #3: AN ORDINANCE OF THETOWNSHIP OFMILFORD, COUNTY OF
BUCKS, AND STATE OF PENSYLVANIA, PROHIBITING NUISANCES, AND
DEFINING THE SAMEWHICH INCLUDES THEMAINTENANCE OR OPERATION
OF ANY PLACE FOR THE STORAGE OF ABANDONED, JUNKED AND OTHER
AUTOMOBILES POSSESSEDFOR THE PURPOSE OF DISMANTLIN G, SELLIN G
PARTS THEREFROM AND LIKE U SES (N EITHER PRIVA TE OR PUBLIC PROPERTY,
EXCEPTIN THECOUR& OR REPAIRING THESAMEIN THEREGULAR CONDUCT
OF BUSINESS.

Be it sdained ad enated by the $ervisrs ofthe Township oMilford, Bu&s County
Penrsylvania, and t is herebyORDA INED and ENA CTED by the auhority of the sam:

SECTION 1. It shadlbe wnlawful for any personor persons, coporation or partnership o set
up, maintain, opate, pe€s or onduct ay place or plasanywhere within the ghTownship
of Milford where second-handbandmed,junked or patially destroyed or camagedautanobiles
are wored ad from which partare disantled orad or ofered br sée or which are ey
acamulateddr any other purpesvhatsever, gcep in the carse déremiring theame in the
regular and usud conduct of business.

SECTION 2. The said acts prdiiied bySection 1 of this @iinance, to \t: the setting up,
maintaining, opeating,posseson of or condating ary place or @ces anyhere wthin said
Township where second-han@bandmed,junked or patially destroyed or camagedautanobiles

are stored and fromich pats are dismargl or sold or offered for sale, are each declared to be
a public nisance and the pag8 violatig the provsions of this Ordiance byso doing to be

guilty of the commission of a nisarce and suject o the penaties aml fines kerenafter provided

for and enacted.

SECTION 3. Any personviolating any of the provisions of his Ordinance lerenbefore declagd
to be unleful, or to contstute a nui@nce shall beubgct tothe impogion of afine @ penalty
of Ten Dollas ($10.00pf each such offemsand a furthepenaltyof Ten Dollas ($10.00pf
each ten (10) days that he or slag lhave continad in such viation after tle proceedings for
violation hereof have beenstituted. Poceeding for th violaton of the said urdwful acts as
aforesal, ard for the colection of saidfines anl penalies mposed herender, shal be instituted
before a Justice of the Peaceuwfsaid towship, and ray be commenced bByarant or by
Summonst thediscetion d theJustie ofthe Pacebebre whom theqmcedings bgun. No
warrant shalbe issued except upon complaintoath oraffirmationspecifying th violaton of
this Ordinanceand all praeedngs ball be diretedto and ervedby a nstéle ofthis
Township. The Warrart shallbe retunable forhwith and uponsuch retun, like proceedings
shall be hd as in cases ofhsmary convicton. Fines and penadts whch are imposed bygaid
Justice of the Peace in such summpasceedings before whaitme same is instited, maybe
collected as lkfines and penalties are collected imsanmproceedings, and in defaodt



payment when so proceeded agairiee offender coneted before such Jusgiof the Peace shall
be senteoed to sere a tem in jail in the County of Bucks for the perbd of one (1) dafor each
One Dollar ($.00 offinesand cststhat siid cavictedparty has rese, or netpcte to
forthwith pay on saidaviction.

SECTION 4. If any part or provien of his Ordinancehall béneld invalid,uch invalidity
shallnot effect he valdity of the remaning pars. The superisors herebydeclae thatthey
would have ordaed theremainingectios,provsionsor partdf they had known of the
invalidity of any such invaliecsian, provisio or part.

SECTION 5. The povisions of this ordiance shall not appto anyexisting audmobile
junkyards in tle Township of Miford.
