MILFORD TOWNSHIP ORDINAN CE NO. 6: AN ORDINAN CE PROHIBITING THE
OPERATION OF UNLICENSED JUNK YARDS, PROVIDING REGULAT IONS FOR
THE MAINTENA NCE AND OPERATION O F JUNK YARDS, PROVIDING FOR
INSPECTIONSAND THEAPROINTMENT OF AN INSPECTOR,PERMITTING THE
SUPERVISORS TADOPT REGULATIONS, PRECRIBING PENALTIES FOR

VIO LATIONS,AND PROVID ING FOR ENFORCEMENT.

BE IT ORDAINED A ND ENACTED by the Syervisors of the Township of Milford, Bucks
County, Pennsylvania, and it is hereby ORDA IN ED and ENACTED by the auhority of the
same:

SECTION 1. Definitons: ULhless othervge expressly pvided, tle following words shall for
purposes 6this ordinance havethe following mearings:

(a) Junk Any and allforms of waste and refuse of atype of mateal, including scrap
metal junked notor vehicles, @ss, indusial waste, and o#r salvageableateral.

(b) Automobile: Any and al types of moor vehicles, irtluding self-propded machnery
of all kinds, wth the exeption of useale fam machnery.

(c)Persn: Anynatural peson, penership,ifm, corporation or otméegal etity.

(d) Township: The Township of Miford, Bucks @unty, Pennsivania.

(e) Board: Ta Board of Supersors of Miford Township,Bucks @unty, Pa.

(f) Junk Yard: Any place wlere junkas herein defined is stored or acdated.

(g)Premisg:. Any parcel dand guated in Milfod Township, Bues County
Pemsylvania, Having asepaate tax magp parcel number for county assessant purposes.

(h)Junk Dealer: Any person who buylés,selvage, sores or in any vay deals in junk
or owns, leases, operates or manstai junkyard within the Township.

SECTION 2. No person shall be afk dealer orown, lease, operatr mantain a junkyard as
herein defined within the Township without fir st obtaining alicerse toopeate ajunkyard as a
junk dealer. he annual fee for such license shall be $100.00 ediwktise shall be etige for
one alendayear only, each éing terminatingroDe@mber 34 of theyear for which it is
issued, subject to renewglon reapptation. Application for aicense or anyeneval thereof
shall be filed invriting with the Secretargf the Board and shall contdahe applkants sworn
statement sdttg forth applcant's name and adess, togetherith the nanes and addressesabf
other pesongntereted in thebusines an acuratedesription ofthe premissupon which the
busiress is to be caluctedand he junk yard located,including the Bucls Caunty tax map pacel
number, and staément thiapplicat will comply wih the ordinareeand my regulatias
adopted pursuanbtthe ordnance. Yon receipt of the apghktion anditense f of #.00.00 by
the Township, f the applicant com@s wit the provsions hereof, the Secretafythe Board, or
the Boad, shall within ten days isse its licenseauthorizing the opeation and maintenance d a
junk yard upon the premises by the apgicart. Sud licenseshdl at dl times be cospcuously



dispayed upon theipkyard premiss The licerss$all be nonransérableéboth ado the
junkyard premises andynk dealer

SECTION 3. No peson licensed under thordinance shaby virtue of one license, keep raor
than one pdce of busess or maitain or operate mag than one jukiyard within the Township,
nor shl any personngagen businssas gunk dealer orpgerateor maintain a junk yard in any
place other tan the place designated upaslldense, nor shallyaperson operate upon any

the road or higlways in the Township, whetherfrom a velcle orupon foot,as a scavenger or an
itinerant buyer or Ber of junk.

SECTION 4. Evey junk dealerlicensed uder the ordinance sh&imaintain the licensed
junkyard and conduct lsiness asereinafter povided:

(a) Al junk shallbe stoed behind a fencescreen ohedgeas specifiechi(b) bebw, which
fence, screear hedge shabe set bck a least fifty feet fromall lot lines of the pemises occugd
by the junk yard. All openareas b&teen fence, seen orhedge ad lot lines shalbe mantained
continuouly in good oder andree ofweedsnd srub growth.

(b) Brery junk yard shall be cometelyenclosed by a headwuty chain Ink, wire mesh or
board énceat ledssix et in higiht, or by a seen okevergeen treg or &rubs ofsud size and
varietes and sqgaced that whin two years after plantgitheyshall prowde a complete screen or
hed@ aroundhe junk yard or suchhature that it will maintain a heighavlast & fe¢ and
cannd be readiy penetated byhuman bengs. The fences, seens or kBdges shalave gees
which shall atllatimes beseurely locked e&pt during bsines hoursvhen an atteraht
employed as sch is onthe premises.

(c) No junkyard shall cover an area in excess of wo acres.

(d)All junk shall bestor@l and st ba&k at leadifty feet fom any adjoining preresand
at least seventijve feet from he nearest edge of the gay of anypublic road orhighway.

(e)All junk shall bestorel and ranged® asto permit aces by fireifghting equiment,
and to pevent acumulation fogagnantvater. Junked autonilkas ball be gacd in rows with
at least fifteen feet bed@n each doublew to permi movement of fie equipnent. Junk shall
not be piledd a height of mae than eight feet fronmé ground.

(f) All gasaine shall be draned from any junked autanobile into containers andemoved
from the junkyard premises vithin twelve rours from arival on the said pemises of the juked
automoble. Gasoline shabe stored at onlgne location onthe licensed presgsand no nore
than ten gabns in aggregate of gasoline shall be stored abowe .grou

(9)All weed on ay junkyard shall be kempowed andrsall not be ermitted to g to
seed.

(h) No garbage or ganic vaste shall be perrted to be stored on anynkyard.

(i) No burning or snelting shdlbe pemitted which does nottcomply with the Air
Pollution Control Act of Remsylvania asmay be amendé&mdm time to timerad with any
rules or reguladbns now n effet or hereafter promujated pursuant #reto.

(J) Junkyards shall at alimes be maintained such manneas to cause no public or
private nuisance; nootcause any emace to health or safetiyany pesons ofthe premsesnor
to cause angxcessive or offensive or mmxs sounds ordors; norto cause the breet,
harboiing or infesting of rats, rodents or wan; nor to cause a violation of ahgalth or
sanitationaw, ordinance or regation of anygovernmenbody.

SECTION 5. Any member othe Bard, ofa duly authorized et theref, may at any time
enter yppon and nspect anypremisesdr which there is a pendg applcation fora junkyard
license or \Wwich holds a curent junk yard license.



SECTION 6. The Board @y from time to tme adopt regations to can out the povisions of
this ordinance pon giving notice to the licenses affeted by suchregulations.

SECTION 7. The Township Supervisors may appint and provide for the conpensation of a
Township employee t@eliknown as thesdk Yard Inpecor. It $all be theluty of the Junk
Yard Inspector to mke moihly inspections of all junyards licensed pursuant teetterms of
this adinane ando file with the Bard ¢ Supervisrs awritten report o eah sub insgdion.
In making such inspections, thenkuyard Inspector shall, ascertaihether tte provisions of
this ordnance are being comgd with, shall note anyiolatons thereof on Isireport of
inspecton, andshallinquire into such oher maters as com within the scope of tis ordinance.

SECTION 8. Ary person violahg anyprovisiors of this ordinance shalhon convicton by
summary proceegsbebre a Juge d thePeae besubgct toa finenot exeedng $30MO0, plus
cost of posecutdbn; provided,that each days violation shal constitute a sepate offense.

SECTION 9. The Board or any persmaytake any appropriate action at law or in equity, civil
or criminal, to enforce the povisions of his ordinance, ad this ordinance shain no way restict
anyremedes otherwse provided bylaw.

SECTION 10. Junk déers ad junk yardsoperéing and xisting in th& ownship on the
effective @te @ thisordinancehall not b requiredo obtan a licens nor canply with the
licengng provigons pior to November 1,963 and thdicens ke 6r the peod ending
Deember 3, 193, ball be $8.000only.

SECTION 11. This odinanceshall beome Hectivefivedays dér its doption.

SECTION 12. Al sections and parts of this ardnce are severable, and if segtion or poibn
shall beletared invalid theameshall not ffect thevalidity of any and all oth&etions ad
portions.
