ORDINANCE #4

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE PARKING OF VEHICLES ON THE MILFORD
TOWNSHIP FARK PARKING LOT WHICH ISLOCATED EAST OFALLENTOWN
ROAD AND SOUTH OF PARK VIEW DRIVE FROM SUNSET OF EVERY DAY UNTIL
THE FOLLOWIN G SUNRISE; PROVID ING FOR THE REMOVAL OF VEHICLES
PARKED IN VIOLATION AT THE EXPENSE OF THE REISTERED OWNERS, AND
IMPOSING FINES ON THE REGISTERED OWN ERS OF VEHICLES PARKED IN
VIOLATION:

BE IT AND IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED AN D ENAC TED by the Board of Supervisors of
Milford Township as folows:

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisdras completed and engineg@and traffic investigati
from the reultsof which thg have detenined that p&ing at certain pdasn the Township
should beimited byprohibiting parkng at cetain hours of the day

WHEREFORE, tte following parkng reguations are herebyrdained:

SECTION 1. Words aml phrases, Wen wsed in his ordinance, sall have he meanng ascived
to themin the Vehcle Gode of the @mmonwealth of Pensylvania as nown force oran
hereafter amnded, enacted oeenacted, eept in hose instanceshare tke context @darly
indicates a different meani.

SECTION 2. Paking is herebyprohibited onthe paking lot of Milford Township Pak which
is loatedto theEast d Allentovn Road, L.R. 097 ad to theSouthof Park View Drive, T.R.
545 fromsunset of evgrdayuntil the following suniise.

SECTION 3. Official sgns @sgnating théime of noparking shHhbe eretedat the Btranceo
the parkng lot where paking is prohbited bythis Ordinance, wich no parkng sigrs shall
comply wth the rulesnd reglations bthePennglvania Dpartment offransportaon,
including theequirementsf sze, hape, alor and loation.

SECTION 4. Any police officer nay remove orcause to beemowed to a earbygarage oother
placeof safdy and vehicleotind to bgarked in violationfaheterms othis ordinace, ad the
cos of sich removiashall béorne by the owner tiie aid vehile asletemined by the
regisration recods ofthe Pansylvania Deptment offTransportdon, or similar diceof any
other state, mvince or tertory.

SECTION 5. Notice of sch removal sHae given to theegisteed owner as refred to abve
by certifed mail pded in tle United &tes mail within fay-eidnt (8) tours d theremova
The noticeshall st forth the plag where theehiclecan beecoered ad the ostsof the
removaland where the same can be paid.

SECTION 6. Anypersn who is the gasteed owner, aserein diégned of any vehicle which is
found to be in wlation of the parking prohbitions herein contaied, shall be subject to a fine or
penalty of Twentyivfe (£5.@) Dollars 6r eab offen®. Any police éite on duty in the
Township shal make a repat to the secretar of the Township desigating the time and phce

any violation of this ordnance ecurs,the icense nmber of the velicle inwlved insuch



violation at anytime when he vehicle ws parked iwiolaton, ard anyother facts whih maybe
necssry to sawre a lear undestandng ofthe ciramstanesattendéhg suh violation. Unledse
has renoved he velicle or cased it b be renoved under Sectim 4 heeof the pdice officer
making such repdrshall aso attach to everyuch vehicle a nat that the vehielis parkedni
violation of this ordinance, hich noice shall contaiinstructions thathe owner or opeator
thereof may on or before the e of the rext working dayfollowing the time anysuch naice
was given oattached to the vetie, payto the Secretargf the Township as a penaltthe sum of
Ten ($10.00) Dollar Anyperson violahg anyof the provisions of this dmance shallpon
conviction therof before a Districlustice, be sentegd to paya fine of Tventy-five ($25.00)
Dollarsand thecoss ofproseution andn de&ult ofpayment ofuech fne and asts to
imprisonment in th€ountyJail for nomore than te (1) dgs. Provided th@ayment of the
sum ofTen ($0.00 Dollas to theSeretary of the Township within the time limit and unlde
circumsancs provded, ball sae fom proseution any peos1 making surctimely paynent.

SECTION 7. The povisiors of this ordnance shalbe severable, anfdainy of its provsions shall
be h&d to beunconstutional or illegalush deisio shall notféect thevalidity of any of the
remaining provisns d thisordinance It ishereby ddared aa legisitive intentHat this

ordinance vould hawe been addpd hal such wmconsttutional or illegal povisions ot been
includedherein.

SECTION 8. The provi®gns d thisordinancehall beome Hectivemmediately upon the
eretion ofthe oficid no parking sitgs prowded or herein.
